Australia's national war memorial will remove several
Chinese-made security cameras installed on the premis-
es because officials are concerned they could be used for
spying, local media reported on Wednesday. Eleven sur-
veillance cameras manufactured by Hikvision, partly
owned by Chinese state investors, will be removed from
the Australian War Memorial in Canberra by mid-2023,
according to the Canberra Times. A further 189 cameras
at the site are supplied
by different manufactur-
ers. The Australian War
Memorial said in a state-
ment on Wednesday it
did not comment on
security matters.
Hikvision did not imme-
diately respond to a
request for comment. Fear that Chinese-made electronic
equipment could be used for spying led the British gov-
ernment to ban security cameras made by companies
subject to Chinese security laws from sensitive buildings.
Opposition senator James Paterson said on Wednesday
he is conducting a full audit of all government depart-
ments and agencies for possible exposure to Chinese-
made surveillance devices. Paterson first raised the issue
of Chinese-made surveillance equipment during public
hearings last year. 

"Miraculous": 2 Pilots
Escape Plane Crash While
Firefighting In Australia

Two pilots have made a "miraculous" escape after their
Boeing 737 water-bombing plane crashed and burned
while fighting a fire in remote Western Australia. The
plane left a long scar in the scrub and tree-covered land-
scape when it came down while battling a bushfire in the
Fitzgerald National Park about 420 km (260 miles)
southeast of Perth. Aerial images taken shortly after the
accident, which happened on Monday, showed thick
black smoke spewing from the aircraft on the ground,
with the rear of the fuselage consumed by the inferno.

The impact had left a long sand-coloured trail
through the greenery behind the plane. Emergency
services images captured a short time later showed that
the tail section had separated from the rest of the air-
craft, which lay in cinders. The two pilots were released
from hospital a day after the accident. They have not
been identified although officials said they were believed
to be North American. "It is nothing short of miraculous
that they were able to walk from that plane," the state's
emergency services minister, Stephen Dawson, told a
news conference on Tuesday.

"We are very grateful that they are healthy and, well,
it is a truly remarkable outcome. And it is probably testa-
ment to their skill as pilots." The large air tanker, a con-
verted passenger plane, hit the ground only about 20
seconds after completing a water drop in the area, offi-
cials said. An investigation has been launched by the
Australian Transport Safety Bureau, which said it was
the first "collision with terrain" involving a Boeing 737
in Australia. "It is a remarkable outcome that both of the
crew have managed to get themselves out of the aircraft
and are safe and well," said the bureau's chief commis-
sioner Angus Mitchell. The safety regulator would be
interviewing the pilots and witnesses, as well as looking
at maintenance records, weather conditions, and the
task underway at the time, Mitchell told a news confer-
ence a day after the crash. "A large aircraft going down is
generally quite catastrophic," he said. But in this incident,
the plane appeared to have clipped a ridge and "pan-
caked" to the ground, he added.  "Certainly a horizontal
landing as opposed to vertical into the ground makes a
big difference."

Investigators hoped to get access to the crash site
from Wednesday if it was considered safe, and to recu-
perate the flight data recorder and cockpit voice
recorder, Mitchell said.

Sri Lankan President Ranil
Wickremesinghe said on
Wednesday that he will go
ahead with the devolution
of powers within a united
Sri Lanka and continue with
his unpopular decisions to
ensure that the bankrupt
country recovered from the
economic crisis. In a major
policy address, Mr
Wickremesinghe also told
Parliament that talks with
the IMF to unlock a $2.9 bil-
lion bailout package are in
the final stages.

"We expect to devolve
power within a Unitary
State. However, I wish to
reiterate a fact that has

been emphasised on many
occasions. There will be no
division of the country,� Mr
Wickremesinghe told law-
makers.

His remarks came days
after the powerful Buddhist
clergy expressed strong
opposition to the move,
claiming it challenges the
unitary nature of the coun-
try. President
Wickremesinghe has

underlined the need to fully
implement the 13th
Amendment to the
Constitution to grant politi-
cal autonomy to the minori-
ty Tamils in the country.
India has been pressing Sri
Lanka to implement the
13A which was brought in
after the Indo-Sri Lankan
agreement of 1987.

Sinhalese, mostly
Buddhist, make up nearly

75 per cent of Sri Lanka's
22 million population while
Tamils are 15 per cent.

Talking about the eco-
nomic crisis,
Wickremesinghe said that
Sri Lanka expects to recover
from bankruptcy by 2026.
"Let's not be prisoners of
the past, but think about
the future. Let's unite con-
sensually and move for-
ward democratically to sup-

port the recovery of the
nation from the current cri-
sis,� he said. He said unpop-
ular decisions taken by him
will have positive results in
the years to come.

"Remember, I'm not
here to be popular. I want to
rebuild this nation from the
crisis situation it has fallen.
Yes, I'm ready to make
unpopular decisions for the
sake of the nation. People
will realise the importance
of those decisions in two to
three years," he said. The Sri
Lankan government has
introduced painful econom-
ic measures such as tax
hikes and utility rate hikes.
Trade unions and opposi-
tion groups have organised
protests against such meas-
ures.

Mr Wickremesinghe
said that talks with the IMF
are in the final stages and
talks with China and other
creditors to restructure Sri
Lanka's debt are also ongo-
ing.

An alleged Chinese surveil-
lance balloon over the
United States last week
sparked a diplomatic furore
and renewed fears over
how Beijing gathers intelli-
gence on its largest strategic
rival. FBI Director
Christopher Wray said in
2020 that Chinese spying
poses "the greatest long-
term threat to our nation's
information and intellectual
property, and to our eco-
nomic vitality". China's for-
eign ministry said in a state-
ment to AFP that it "res-
olutely opposed" spying
operations and that
American accusations are
"based on false information
and sinister political aims".

The United States also
has its own ways of spying
on China, deploying surveil-
lance and interception tech-

niques as well as networks
of informants. Former US
president Barack Obama
said in 2015 that his
Chinese counterpart Xi
Jinping had promised not to
conduct commercial cyber
spying. Subsequent state-
ments by Washington have
indicated the practice has
continued. Here are some of
the ways Beijing has
worked to spy on the
United States in recent
years: The United States
warned in a major annual
intelligence assessment in
2022 that the Asian giant
represents "the broadest,
most active, and persistent
cyber espionage threat" to
the government and private
sector.

According to
researchers and Western
intelligence officials, China
has become adept at hack-
ing rival nations' computer

systems to make off with
industrial and trade secrets.

In 2021, the United
States, NATO and other

allies said China had
employed "contract hack-
ers" to exploit a breach in
Microsoft email systems,
giving state security agents
access to emails, corporate
data and other sensitive
information. Chinese cyber
spies have also hacked the
US energy department, util-
ity companies, telecommu-
nications firms and univer-
sities, according to US gov-

ernment statements and
media reports. Fears of the
threat from Beijing have
seeped into the technology
sector, with concerns that
state-linked firms would be
obliged to share intel with
the Chinese government.

In 2019, the US
Department of Justice
charged tech giant Huawei
with conspiring to steal US
trade secrets.

The company behind the
Zoom video conferencing
platform -- which became a
household name during the
pandemic -- announced
Tuesday it is laying off
about 15 percent of its staff.
Zoom Video
Communications chief
executive Eric Yuan is also
taking a 98 percent cut in
salary this year and forgo-
ing his executive bonus, he
said in a blog post about the
job cuts. He added that
members of his executive
leadership team are taking a
20 percent salary reduction
and also forfeiting bonuses
this year.

While people and busi-
nesses continue to rely on
Zoom "as the world transi-
tions to life post-pandemic,"
the Silicon Valley-based
firm is seeing customers cut
back on spending, Yuan
said in the post. Zoom has
made the "tough but neces-
sary" decision to lay off
about 1,300 people, or
roughly 15 percent of its
staff, according to Yuan.

"Our trajectory was
forever changed during the
pandemic when the world

faced one of its toughest
challenges, and I am proud
of the way we mobilized as
a company to keep people
connected," Yuan said.

Zoom tripled its ranks
of employees during the
pandemic, as people used
the platform for remote
work, court hearings, social
events and more while
Covid-19 risks barred them
from getting together in
person, according to Yuan.

"We worked tirelessly,
but we also made mistakes.
We didn't take as much time
as we should have to thor-
oughly analyze our teams
or assess if we were grow-
ing sustainably, toward the
highest priorities," he said.

"We are seeing that people
and businesses continue to
rely on Zoom," Yuan said.
"But the uncertainty of the
global economy, and its

effect on our customers,
means we need to take a
hard look inward to reset
ourselves so we can weath-
er the economic environ-
ment, deliver for our cus-
tomers and achieve Zoom's
long-term vision."

Zoom will continue to
invest in strategic areas, the
chief executive noted. Zoom
joined a growing list of US
tech firms slashing jobs as
years of high spending has
given way to parsimony due
to harsh economic condi-
tions around the world.

WASHINGTON : (AGENCY)

US President Joe Biden on
Tuesday (local time) said
that America will stand
with Ukraine 'as long as it
takes' . Delivering his first
major speech to a divided
Congress after Republicans
took control of the House of
Representatives, he said,
"We're gonna stand with
you -- as long as it takes,"
addressing the Ukrainian

ambassador to the US, who
was in attendance. "Our
nation is working for more
freedom, more dignity,
more peace -- not just in
Europe, but everywhere,"
he said in his second State
of the Union address at the
US Capitol. The US has
pledged more than USD 29
billion dollars since the war

began between Russia and
Ukraine on February 24th,
2022, according to the
Pentagon. Joe Biden
announced the latest pack-
age worth more than USD
2.17 billion on Friday that
includes longer-range mis-
siles for the first time. Last
month, the US committed
to providing Ukraine with
31 advanced M-1 Abrams
tanks, a decision made in
concert with European

countries providing
German-made Leopard
2 tanks. It was a rever-
sal of a red line previ-
ously held by the US and
other Western coun-
tries, like Germany. The
tanks are powerful new
tools, allowing Ukraine
to go on the offensive

and retake territory seized
by Russia, reported CNN. At
the time of the announce-
ment, Joe Biden insisted the
tanks should not be viewed
by Moscow as an "offensive
threat." However, last week,
Russian President Vladimir
Putin said that the West
was threatening Moscow
"again" with German-made

Heartrending scenes of a
newborn plucked alive
from the rubble and a bro-
ken father clutching his
dead daughter's hand have
laid bare the human cost of
the earthquake in Syria and
Turkey that by Wednesday
had claimed over 11,200
lives. For two days and
nights since the 7.8 magni-
tude quake an impromptu
army of rescuers have
worked in freezing temper-
atures to find those still
entombed among ruins in
several cities either side of
the border. Officials and
medics said 8,574 people
had died in Turkey and
2,662 in Syria from
Monday's 7.8-magnitude
tremor, bringing the total to
11,236.

The World Health
Organization chief Tedros
Adhanom Ghebreyesus
warned that time is running
out for the thousands
injured and those still
feared trapped. For Mesut
Hancer, a resident of the
Turkish city

Kahramanmaras, near the
epicentre, it is already too
late.

He sat on the freezing
rubble, too grief-stricken to
speak, refusing to let go of
his 15-year-old daughter
Irmak's hand as her body
lay lifeless among the slabs
of concrete and strands of

twisted rebar. Many have
taken refuge from relentless
aftershocks, cold rain and
snow in mosques, schools
and even bus shelters --
burning debris to try to stay
warm.

Frustration is growing
that help has been slow to

arrive. "I can't get my broth-
er back from the ruins. I
can't get my nephew back.
Look around here. There is
no state official here, for
God's sake," said Ali
Sagiroglu in
Kahramanmaras.

"For two days we
haven't seen the state

around here... Children are
freezing from the cold," he
said. In nearby Gaziantep,
shops were closed, there
was no heat because gas
lines have been cut to avoid
explosions, and finding
petrol was tough.

The cold temperatures

have worsened conditions
for survivors seeking shel-
ter. Sixty-one-year-old resi-
dent Celal Deniz said the
police had to intervene
when impatient crowds
waiting for rescue teams
"revolted".

About 100 others
wrapped in blankets slept in
the lounge of an airport ter-
minal normally used to wel-
come Turkish politicians
and celebrities. "We saw the
buildings collapse so we
know we are lucky to be
alive," said Zahide Sutcu,
who went to the airport
with her two small children.

"But now our lives
have so much uncertainty.
How will I look after these
children?" Across the bor-
der in northern Syria, a
decade of civil war and
Syrian-Russian aerial bom-
bardment had already
destroyed hospitals, col-
lapsed the economy and
prompted electricity, fuel
and water shortages. In the
rebel-controlled town of
Jindayris, even the joy of
rescuing a newborn baby
was tainted with sadness.
